An oyster supplier from South Australia and a fishermen’s cooperative from NSW’s mid-
north coast are the two recipients of funding grants from Sydney Fish Market, announced
ahead of World Fisheries Day. In this annual program, Sydney Fish Market offers $10,000
worth of grants for environmental initiatives in the fishing industry.

Natural Oyster Company from Merimbula in NSW will receive $5000 to establish an initiative
which aims to reduce the surface footprint of oyster farm infrastructure. By introducing a new
‘grow-out’ farming method to local estuaries, as well as implementing a floating basket
system to minimise floating debris, Natural Oyster Co aims to reduce the surface footprint of
their oyster farming activities by 25%.

Roy from Natural Oyster Co says, “2020 has been marked as a challenging year for any
business, let alone investing your entire life’s savings on a native rock oyster farm requiring
development, in uncertain times and within an industry starting to become dominated by
larger corporations.
